Beginning of Glory , an excerpt from ñEveryday Faithò by Fr. Karl Rahner 

 

    If someone had already lit the fuse for a tremendous explosion, but was still 
waiting for the explosion which will follow with dreadful certainty, they certainly 
would not say that the lighting of the fuse was an event of the past. The begin-
ning of an event which is still in course of development but is moving inexorably 
and irresistibly towards its culmination, is not past but is a kind of present, and 
already contains its future; it is a movement on a present real unity. These con-
cepts must be clear if we are to attempt to say something mindful about the 
celebration of the Lordôs resurrection. 

    Easter is not the celebration of a past event.  The alleluia is not for what was; 
Easter proclaims a beginning which has already decided the remotest future.  
The resurrection means that the beginning of glory has already started.  And 
what began in that way is in process of fulfillment.  Does it take long?  It lasts 
thousands of years because at least that short space of time is needed for an 
incalculable plentitude of reality and history to force itself through the brief 
death-agony of a gigantic transformation (which we call natural history and 
world history) to its glorious fulfillment.  Everything is in movement.  Nothing 
has an abiding place here.   

We are gradually finding out, at least in outline, that nature has its own orien-
tated history, that nature is in movement, that it develops and unfolds in time 
and by an incomprehensible self-transcendence behind which there stands the 
creative power of God, attains ever higher levels of reality.  We are gradually 
realizing that human history has its purposeful course and its not merely the 
eternal return of the identical (ñthere is nothing new under the sunò), that the 
nations are summoned in a certain sequence and have each their definite his-
torical mission; that history in its totality has its pattern and an irreversible direc-
tion. 

    But what is the goal of this whole movement in nature, history and spirit?  Is 
everything advancing towards a collapse, to meaninglessness and nothing-
ness? Are we going to loose our way?... 

    We Christians say that this whole history of nature and mankind has a mean-
ing, a blessed and transfigured, all embracing meaning, no longer mixed with 
meaninglessness and darknessé That means, it has already begun, the defini-
tive future has already started.  The transfiguration of the world is not an ideal, 
not a postulate, but a reality.  The history of nature with all its developments 
and self-transcendence has alreadyðthough for the moment only in its first 
exemplarðreached its unsurpassable culmination: material reality which, 
wholly transfigured, is for eternity the glorious Body of God.  The most tremen-
dous and definitive self-transcendence of the material world (through the grace-
given power of God alone of course) has already taken place.  It has leapt be-
yond itself into the infinity of Godôs spirituality and, in this upward flight into 
Godôs immeasurable flame, it has not been consumed but has survived, defini-
tively transfigured. 

   ...We know that the reality of Easter is not simply the essence hidden in the 
depth of our life but is the truth and reality of our faith called by its name and 
explicitly professed.  Any so we comprise the while history of nature and man-
kind in a celebration which in rite contains the actual reality celebrated, and the 
resurrection of the body (flesh) and life everlasting.  I believe that the beginning 
of the glory of all things has already come upon us, that we, apparently so lost, 
wandering and seeking far away, are already encompassed by infinite blessed-
ness.  For the end has already begun. And it is glory. 



The Seven Gifts of he Holy Spirit  
 
Wisdom  - With the gift of wisdom, we see God at work in our lives and in the 
 world. For the wise person, the wonders of nature, historical events, and 
 the ups and downs of our lives take on deeper meaning. The matters of 
 judgment about the truth, and being able to see the whole image of God. 
 Lastly being able to see God in everyone and everything everywhere. 
Understanding  - With the gift of understanding, we comprehend how we need to 

 live as a follower of Jesus Christ. A person with understanding is not 
 confused by all the conflicting messages in our culture about the right 
 way to live. The gift of understanding perfects a person's speculative 
 reason in the apprehension of truth. It is the gift whereby self-evident 
 principles are known, Aquinas writes. 

Counsel  (right judgment)  - With the gift of counsel/right judgment, we know the 
 difference between right and wrong, and we choose to do what is right. A 
 person with right judgment avoids sin and lives out the values taught by 
 Jesus. The gift of truth that allows the person to respond prudently, and 
 happily to believe our Christ the Lord 
Fortitude  (Courage)  - With the gift of fortitude/courage, we overcome our fear 
 and are willing to take risks as a follower of Jesus Christ. A person with 
 courage is willing to stand up for what is right in the sight of God, even if 
 it means accepting rejection, verbal abuse, or even physical harm and 
 death. The gift of courage allows people the firmness of mind that is re
 quired both in doing good and in enduring evil, especially with regard to 
 goods or evils that are difficult. 
Knowledge  - With the gift of knowledge, we understand the meaning of God's 
 Revelation, especially as expressed in the life and words of Jesus Christ. 
 A person with knowledge is always learning more about the scriptures 
 and tradition. The gift of knowledge is more than an accumulation of 
 facts. 
Piety  (Reverence)  - With the gift of reverence, sometimes called piety, we have a 
 deep sense of respect for God and the church. A person with reverence 
 recognizes our total reliance on God and comes before God with humil-
 ity, trust, and love. Piety is the gift whereby, at the Holy Spirit's instiga-
 tion, we pay worship and duty to God as our Father, Aquinas writes. 
Fear of the Lord  (Wonder and Awe)  - With the gift of fear of the Lord we are 
 aware of the glory and majesty of God. A person with wonder and awe 
 knows that God is the perfection of all we desire: perfect knowledge, 
 perfect goodness, perfect power, and perfect love. This gift is described 
 by Aquinas as a fear of separating oneself from God. He describes the 
 gift as a "filial fear," like a child's fear of offending his father, rather than a 
 "servile fear," that is, a fear of punishment. Also known as knowing God  is 
 all powerful. Fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom (Prov 1:7) 
 because it puts our mindset in its correct location with respect to God: we 
 are the finite, dependent creatures, and He is the infinite, all-powerful 
 Creator.
